Concrete poems

To make a concrete seascape, or any other sort of scape, you will need to type continuously (i.e. use word wrap) rather than pressing Enter at the end of your lines. Then you can go to Format > Paragraph > Alignment – and set it to justified. 
You can then fiddle about with the words (adding them, deleting them) until you’re happy.

The font colours can be altered to suit the content, of course. There are two ways to do this: select the first word that is to be, say, blue; hold down Control and select all the others. Remember a double-click will select one word, no need to drag. Once they are all selected, go to Font and change the colour. Or you can go to Edit > Replace, open the ‘More’ flap and type, say, sky in the first ‘Find what’ area; then click into ‘Replace with’ area, go to the Format button at the bottom of the dialog box and click Font to access font colours. This may seem long-winded compared to the first option but if you are doing lots it will probably be quicker.
