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Stage 3: The Egg Hunt – Word substitution

Teaching notes
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Open the activity. Ask the children to read the first sentence taken from the story.  Double click on the replacement word tiles stacked at the end of the sentence. Drag the tile and cover an existing word in the sentence.  Re-read the sentence - does it still make sense? Try replacing other words in the sentence. Asking each time ‘Does the sentence still make sense?’ 
· Repeat using the other sentences taken from the story.

· A list of the sentences used and replacement words is provided below. Note that the children may not be able to read all of the replacement words independently:
